2. OnlJanuary 1, 2015, CPT Code 99188 (Application of Fluoride Varnish by a Physician) was
added to PMMIS as covered and available. This code will replace HCPCS Code D1206
(Topical Application of Fluoride Varnish) effective April 1, 2015 for provider types 08, 18,
19 and 31. Provider Type 07 (Dentists) will continue to utilize HCPCS Code D1206 when
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billing for the Application of Fluoride Varnish. Prior to the end dating of CPT Code 99188

for Provider Types 08, 18, 19 and 31, the providers may submit with either CPT Code
99188 or HCPCS Code D1206 but not both.
